Focus of the paper is on the CIMOSA model creation process assuming availability of data flow diagrams (DFD) or UML use cases. It is based on the CIMOSA modelling framework and aims on the development of partial models and specification of enterprise components to support capitalisation of enterprise knowledge. Starting with an overview of the three methodologies, which includes description of the respective model elements, the authors identify the equivalence of these concepts and the CIMOSA modelling language constructs. The different steps of the CIMOSA model creation process are identified for both DFD and UML models. Their applicability is demonstrated using an administrative process and creating its corresponding CIMOSA partial requirements models from both the DFD and UML model representations. The authors conclude with identifying the needs for integrated business process (re-)engineering methods, pointing to the still ongoing UEML (Unified Enterprise Modelling Language) developments.
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
